Chairperson Moore recessed the ZBA, opened the public hearing, and asked Yarger to present his appeal.

Yarger explained he had a house fire, and he would like to place a temporary single wide mobile home on the property to live in during the reconstruction of his home.  He noted the septic is usable and they will run water from the existing well.

Chairperson Moore asked if anyone wished to speak in favor of the request.
Ben Martz said he was in favor of the request.

Jim Yarger spoke in favor of the request.

Chairperson Moore asked if anyone wished to speak in opposition.  There was no response.  He then closed the public hearing and reconvened the Zoning Board of Appeals meeting.
Barnum asked how long the house would be there.
Yarger said through March or April.

Barnum verified the Health Department issues were evaluated.  Yarger agreed.

Barnum asked if the house had been razed.  Yarger said not yet.

Hamilton noted the temporary home was moved closer to the existing home.  He asked if the riser was the inlet or outlet.  Yarger said it as the inlet.
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Hamilton was concerned the temporary home may be placed on the drainfield. Yarger said he would make sure it is not.

Morgan asked about the cause of the fire.  Yarger said his TV overheated.

Morgan asked if the new house would be in the same location.  Yarger said yes.
Chairperson Moore asked what the maximum time from was for the temporary home.  McManus noted they are proposing an ordinance that allows a one (1) year placement.

Yarger said the house would be supplied by the Washovia Company, and he didn’t think they would want it there longer than it had to be.

Motion by Patterson to approve Case Number V-14-2011 per Section 3107 C. (1.) (a. – h.) and C. (2.) (b. & c.) of the Barry County Zoning Ordinance of 2008.  Support by Morgan.
